Regular Monthly Meeting

OLD BUSINESS:
Aura Fire Department report—the department did not receive the FEMA grant applied for, received bids for fire hall electrical work, and responded to a chimney fire; Zoning—will attend a Marquette Planning Commission meeting to observe; Fire Committee report—met on March 14 to discuss fire service; Water-ski project—a No Objection Letter was sent to requesting parties; Special Board meeting—special meeting was held on March 27 to pass a resolution regarding the Five-Year Recreational Plan; Notices in Brief—notice brought to L’Anse Sentinel giving notice of monthly meeting date change; and, Park Report—park mower repaired, a community walk on June 7 will use the park as a rest stop, and a letter will be sent to the Baraga Max warden seeking inmate labor for use in the parks.
NEW BUSINESS:
Advertising for bids will take place for replacement of the town hall roofing; approved the supervisor attending Damage Assessment Training in Marquette; approved seeking assistance from attorney George Hyde for advice on millage propositions; approved applying for an inmate Public Works Crew from Baraga Max; gave approval  to increasing the mileage rate for township travel to $ .45 per mile; approved the treasurer’s attendance at an investment seminar in Houghton; passed a resolution approving future reimbursement for the clerk for election overtime hours accumulated in any election that is not part of the regularly scheduled election cycle; gave approval for board members to attend the Michigan Townships Association annual spring conference in Houghton on May 28; approved reimbursing the supervisor for representing the township for the final inspection of the US-41 Water Line Extension Project on April 29; approved reimbursing the supervisor for attending the Township Land Use Commission meeting in Marquette on May 6; approved reimbursement for board members attending the Baraga County Chapter of Township’s meeting on April 21; and, approved a resolution to place a millage proposition for (1) one mill for Fire Protection on the August 5, 2008 Primary Election ballot.
